Day 01	Arrive Calgary – City tour of Calgary							(D)

Highlights of your tour includes the beautiful Maligne Canyon, with its limestone walls falling a stunning 50 meters, Maligne Lake, Pyramid and Patricia Lakes. Post city tour, you may opt for White Water Rafting (Optional). Evening will be free at leisure to stroll around the Jasper town. Dinner and overnight in the hotel.
